SMS Interactive Tablet
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	Use the stylus on the tablet as you would use a mouse on a mouse pad. Watch the computer screen/projector screen as you are moving the stylus on the tablet… do not stare at the tablet as you are using it (just like you would not stare at your mouse as you are using it.) 
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	If you need to use the keyboard feature on the tablet, slide the stylus along the bottom edge of the tablet screen. Once you see the keyboard appear on the computer/projector screen, then you will look at the letters on the tablet to complete your typing entry. When you are finished with the keyboard, move your stylus over the area above the letters and numbers and the keyboard will disappear from the computer/projector screen.

To use the annotation feature on the tablet, hold the stylus on the K12 hotkey shortcut for about 2 seconds.
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	The annotation tools will appear in the bottom right corner of the computer/projector screen. Use the stylus to move the cursor over the tools and tap on the tool you wish to use.
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	Hide Annotation tools – Causes the annotation tools to “hide” in the lower right corner of the screen. To view again, move stylus over the purple bar in the corner.
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	Play button – used to toggle into annotation (drawing) mode.
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	Solid black or white screen – Tap to bring up a plain, solid black or white screen to draw/annotate.
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	Pencil or Highlighter – Select the pencil or the highlighter to draw/annotate.
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	Tip sizes for the pencil or highlighter
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	Color options for the pencil or highlighter
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	Camera – Use to capture a “screen shot.”  This will save everything you see on the screen.
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	Eraser – When you select the eraser tool, you will see the question “Do you want to clean all?” If you select yes, it will erase all annotations you have made (this cannot be undone.) If you select no, you can then erase portions of your annotations.
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	Stop button – The stop button toggles you out of annotation mode and back to the selection mode (to use as you would a normal mouse.)
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	Close – Closes the Annotation tools.
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
