Build a Storyboard
Movie Maker automatically divides your video/pictures into segments to make it easier to drag and drop the parts you want onto the storyboard where you put your movie together. 

To build a storyboard:

	1.
	Import video/pictures to your PC. You'll see your clips/picts in the Collections view. 

	2.
	Double click on each clip/pict to see how it looks in the preview window. 

	3.
	Once you've decided which ones you want to put in your movie, click and drag the clips/picts to the Storyboard in the order in which you'd like them to appear in your final movie
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	4.
	To rearrange your clips/picts on the storyboard, just drag and drop them to a different location. 




Edit Your Clips
Trim your clips to get exactly the footage you need. 

To edit clips:  Trimming -

	1.
	In the Timeline view, click on the clip you'd like to trim. 

	2.
	In the Preview window, drag the scroll bar slowly and watch as the video progresses. 

	3.
	Stop at the point where you want to trim the clip (trims from the beginning). 

	4.
	On the Clip menu, click Set Start Trim Point. 

	5.
	Now continue to drag the progress indicator until you reach the desired end point of your clip.
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	6.
	On the Clip menu, click Set End Trim Point. 

	7.
	You will now have your trimmed clip.

Add Video Effects 

Video Effects go on top of the picture/clip to create some type of enhancement.
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To add Video Effects:
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1.  Click Transitions in Collections window   
or choose View Video Transitions from the Tasks window

2.  On the storyboard, select the clip/picture, click on the video effect you want to add to that particular clip/picture

To add Video Transitions:
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1.  Click Transitions in Collections window   
or choose View Video Transitions from the Tasks window

2.  Drag and drop desired transition to storyboard or timeline
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3.  Adjust transition duration – drag left or right end of transition to set duration

Make Titles or Credits

1.  In the Tasks pane, click on Make Titles or Credits
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2.  Follow the directions – select where you want the slide; enter text


3.  Under More Options – change title animation and font text/color


Add Audio
A soundtrack can really draw your audience in and add fun to your home movies. Just import your favorite clips and then drag them to the timeline.  (Copyright note:  30 seconds / 10% of song)

To add audio:

	1.
	In the Taskpane, click on Import audio or music. 

	2.
	Navigate to the music track you'd like to add to your movie . 

	3.
	Click on Import. 

	4.
	The music track will appear in your Collection view.

	5.
	Click on Show Timeline button in the Storyboard section of your screen. 

	6.
	Drag your music track to the Audio/Music level of the Timeline. 


Record voice:  (**if you have a sound card installed)

	1.
	Click on Start / Programs / Accessories / Entertainment / Sound Recorder 

	2.
	Click Play button – start speaking



	3.
	When finished speaking – click Stop 

	4.
	Click on File / Save As, type the File Name – WinXP automatically saves it in wav format 

Mute Background Noise:

1.  Click on the clip in Timeline view

2.  Select Clip / Audio / Mute  from menu bar

Overlap Songs:

1.  Click on the sound/audio clip in Timeline view

2.  No gaps between songs – select Clip / Nudge Left  from the menu bar 

**continue this process until the sound/audio clip is in desired position

3.  Fade songs in & out – select Clip / Audio / Fade In or Fade Out from the menu bar

Use PowerPoint Slides for Storyboard

Save PPT slide as a .jpg file:

1. Create a PPT presentation

2. Save as a regular file first to keep the native file

3. Save as a .jpg file - Click File / Save As / give a File Name 

4. Under Type, click on down arrow – select .jpg
5. Click on Current Slide for one slide to export, or click on Every Slide for the entire presentation to be exported into separate slides.  Note:  when choosing to save all the slides, PPT will create a folder with all the slides inside.
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6.  Open Movie Maker and Import Pictures

Use Inspiration on the Storyboard

Save an Inspiration / Kidspiration web as a .jpg file:

1.  Create an Inspiration map

2.  Save as a regular file first to keep the native file

3.  Save as a .jpg file by clicking File / Export / select JPEG
4.  Give it a File Name and select location where it should be saved

5.  Click SAVE
6.  Open Movie Maker and Import Pictures

Save and Edit Movie

Click File / Save Project As – give it a filename

Finalize Movie

1.  In the Tasks pane, under Finish Movie – click Save to My Computer
2.  Click Next
3.  Enter a File name and destination, click Next

3.  Click Finish
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
