LETTER JACKET AWARD PROGRAM

           This Group Operating Instruction prescribes policies and procedures governing the 

           TX-945 Air Force Junior ROTC Letter Jacket and the Procedures for its award.

 

1.0 Objective

Providing the opportunity to earn a Letter Jacket from AFJROTC will encourage more aggressive participation in the numerous and varied opportunities the corps offers.  The more a cadet gets involved, the more points he/she will accrue toward earning the jacket.

2.0  Purpose:

2.1 Reward cadets for their demonstrated performance

2.2  Acknowledge a cadet’s commitment to the corps

2.3  A public display of a cadet’s pride in the corps

3.0  Responsibility

The Senior Enlisted Advisor is ultimately and directly responsible for the Letter Jacket Program. He/she will ensure compliance with this regulation.  
4.0  Minimum Requirements:  

The Cadet must have a passing Grade each 6-Weeks grading period. A cadet with a failing grade during any 6-weeks period automatically becomes ineligible for a jacket unless determined otherwise by the Senior Aerospace Science Instructor.  

5.0   Administration:

5.1  Points:  A cadet must attain a total of 1200 Points to qualify for the jacket.  These points are cumulative from year to year. It should take the average cadet 2 years to accrue 1200 points.   However, there is no minimum time required before the award.

5.2  Calculation:   Points are calculated using the AFJROTC Ribbon/Badge Chart.    Promotions, Medals, Ribbon, Awards, listed numbered 1 – 25 are worth 25 points each toward the jacket.  Awards, badges, medals, ribbons, etc are worth 50 points toward the jacket.  See atch. 1.
6.0  Maintenance:

 
6.1  It is the responsibility of the Group IM to maintain accurate account of all points earned by each cadet.  This will be accomplished using an Excel spreadsheet under the guidance and supervision of the ASI. See atch 2.

6.2  Upon each occurrence of a prepared order for Ribbons, Badges, or Promotions, etc, a the IM will update the cadet’s Letter Jacket spreadsheet 

6.3.  Once a cadet has earned the 1200 points, the IM will certify this and give the spreadsheet to the SEA.  

6.4  The SEA will instruct the cadet on the submission of the required paperwork. See atch. 3.

6.5 The SEA will post, quarterly, a roster displaying the number of points each cadet has accrued.      

7.0 Orders:  Jackets will be ordered and purchased in the Winter and Spring of each school year.
