· Please do not include special folders or envelopes with your application.

The proposals will be judged by the Education Foundation’s Grant Review Committee.  This committee is formed mainly of persons outside the employment of Galena Park ISD.  Therefore, please remember to avoid education jargon or abbreviations when writing your application. 
Selections will be announced in May 2008.  Grant recipients will be required to submit to the Education Foundation a final report.  In addition, grant recipients might be asked throughout the coming year to attend Foundation-sponsored fundraising events in order to promote community awareness of this program.  Recipients will never be required to attend, but if their schedule allows, participation would be greatly appreciated.  Also recipients maybe asked to make a presentation of their grant at a regularly scheduled board meeting.
