Dr. Shirley Neeley’s son-in-law, Joey Williams, was critically burned 
over 90% of his body in an industrial accident on September 23, 2008. Joey is the husband of Shirley’s daughter, 
Brandy, and the father of Zachary, Conner and Cole. Also, Joey is the son of Debbie and Joe Williams, longtime 
residents of our North Shore community. Joey’s strong will, his youth, and your prayers will give him the best chance to 
survive. Knowing the long recovery Joey has in front of him we are asking you to join us in financially supporting this 
young family.
